The regular meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman Kenneth Keller at 7:30 PM. 
 
Present were Edward Manuel, Joel Urice, Kenneth Keller and Alternate Helen Hoffstaetter. Also 
present was Associate Planner Jennifer Emminger.  
 
Absent were John Deeb, Chairman Arnold Finaldi Jr. and Alternates Paul Blaszka and Fil

PUBLIC HEARING 
 
7:30 PM − Germantown Plaza Associates LLC − Application for Special Exception to allow a Medical 

Office (in the existing Germantown Plaza) in the CG-20 Zone − 30 Germantown Rd. 
(#J11361) − SE #370. 

 
Mr. Keller read the legal notice. Attorney Gregg Brauneisen said he is representing the applicant.  
This request is to permit a change of use from a tanning salon to a medical office in an existing 
vacant space located at 30 Germantown Rd. It would be a physical therapist’s office consisting of 
1,170 sq. ft. This shopping center is located on approximately 3.6 acres and is zoned CG-20. It 
consists of two buildings, a 3,100 sq. ft. bank and a 56,000 sq. ft. commercial building. The 
commercial building houses a mixture of retail, fast food, personal service, medical, office, and 
warehouse space. A physical therapist is included in the list of professionals permitted to operate as 
a medical office in the Zoning Regulations. The most recent review of this site took place in March 
1989 when it was approved for additional retail space. At that time, the Commission reviewed a 
traffic study. Based on the information in that study, the current trip generation for the uses in this 
shopping center shows a reduction in the number of vehicle trips. The proposed medical use and the 
existing uses require 325 parking spaces and they currently have 327 on the site. Attorney 
Brauneisen said the real reason they are here is because the Zoning Regulations were changed and 
medical offices were made a special exception use in this zone. There were no questions from the 
Commission.  
 
Mr. Keller asked if there was anyone to speak in opposition to this and there was no one. 
 
Mr. Urice made a motion to close the public hearing. Mr. Manuel seconded the motion and it was 
passed unanimously. Mr. Urice then made a motion to move this matter to number one under the 
Old Business on tonight’s agenda so the Commission can give Mrs. Emminger some guidance on 
what action they would like to take on this. Ms. Hoffstaetter seconded the motion and it was passed 
unanimously.

Levine Sapan Levine LLC – Application for Special Exception for Warehouse/Storage Addition 
(“Levine Automotive”) in the IL-40 Zone – 3-5 Jansen St. (#K15093, #K15094, #K15095 & #K14136) 
– SE #702. Public hearing opened 9/1/10. First 35 days were up 10/5/10 −30 day extension will be 
up 11/4/10.  
 
Dainius Virbickas PE, Artel Engineering said they have very recently been made aware that the rear 
of this parcel seems to have become a place where various types of junk have accumulated. The 
neighbor to the north has been using this area as a dumping ground for all kinds of materials and 
debris. He said the applicant has taken the necessary steps to clean this up and by the next meeting 
it will be taken care of. He added that they will be submitting responses to Departmental comments 
they have received. Mrs. Emminger pointed out that any potential draft approval for this application 
would have a note on it regarding this problem of trash and junk accumulation on the subject parcel.  
 
Mr. Keller asked if there was anyone to speak in opposition to this and there was no one. 
 
Mr. Urice made a motion to continue the public hearing. Ms. Hoffstaetter seconded the motion and it 
was passed unanimously.

Mr. Keller said they has heard this earlier in tonight’s meeting and asked if anyone had any 
comments. Mrs. Emminger asked them how she should proceed. Mr. Urice said he felt she should 
prepare a resolution of approval. Mr. Keller asked the other members if they had anything to add and 
all said no, they agreed with Mr. Urice. Mrs. Emminger asked if there was anything that came up 
during the public hearing that they wanted in the resolution. They responded that the standard 
language would be fine for this situation. Mr. Urice and Mr. Manuel asked that the resolution be sent 
to them ahead of time so if they thought of anything, they would have time to get it added. Mrs. 
Emminger said they would have the weekend before the next meeting.

Mrs. Emminger said that a letter had been received from Housatonic Habitat for Humanity 
requesting the release of the road bond associated with the Bayberry La. Subdivision that was 
approved in 2006. She asked if the Commission would add this to the agenda. Mr. Urice made a 
motion to add this to tonight’s agenda. Ms. Hoffstaetter seconded the motion.  
 
Mrs. Emminger said this bond was in the amount of $84,630 to cover the cost of construction of the 
cul-de-sac. Corporation Counsel has approved all of the paperwork, the City has accepted this, and 
all easements and deeds have been filed. There were no questions from the Commission. Mr. Urice 
made a motion to release the bond for this matter. Mr. Manuel seconded the motion and it was 
passed unanimously.
