City Council Members:

The City of Danbury has another opportunity to continue its successful Mayor’s Summer
Youth Employment Program via funding from the Northwest Regional Workforce
Investment Board (NRWIB).

I ask your permission to allow the City of Danbury, through me, to enter into an
agreement with NRWIB for funding of the 2012 program. Attached, for your review, is a
resolution that will allow the City to apply for and accept these funds.

In an effort to provide a better working experience and more efficiently handle this year’s
participants, I also ask your permission to allow me to enter into an agreement with
Danbury’s Police Athletic League and Danbury Youth Services to operate the program
on our behalf. This agreement is the same as in 2011.

Subsequently, we will receive funding for approximately $35,125 for PAL, and $62,775
for DYS. We intend to arrange for standard grant agency contracts for these purposes. I
ask your permission to enter into those agreements and allow me to execute any related
grant documents. These agencies will oversee approximately 65 youngsters for six
weeks beginning July 2.

There is no city match required. Thank you for your consideration and authorization.
