housing or makes other significant contributions towards implementing the goals and
objectives of Danbury’s Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness.

Supportive Services Award: Amos House

Presented to a person or group that provides case management services to persons who
are homeless, assists in housing placement or retention and assists in the
implementation of the goals and objectives of Danbury’s Ten Year Plan to End
Homelessness.

Business Partnership Award: Lion’s Club

Presented to an organization, business or business representative that has made
contributions in the area of supportive or affordable housing or has made other
significant contributions towards ending homelessness in the Danbury region consistent
with the Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness.
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The speakers for this year are representatives from the Partnership for Strong Communities,
the Department of Housing and the Connecticut Coalition to End Homelessness. These
individuals will be speaking of their agencies and how they can assist Danbury and its regional
neighbors to provide both supportive and permanent affordable housing in our respective
communities.

The breakfast will also promote the 7" Annual Project Homeless Connect, a one-day event that
brings more than 65 social service agencies to one location in an effort to streamline access to
services for the homeless or those at risk of homelessness. This year’s event is scheduled for
Friday, December 13, 2013 from 9am-3pm at Western Connecticut State University.
